Acting-up Allowances - Academic Staff

I am directed by the Minister for Education and Science to refer to existing arrangements concerning allowances payable to academic staff who are authorised to perform acting duties at a higher level.
These arrangements have been revised and, from 1st September 2002, payment may be made on the following basis:
a)         an honorarium equivalent to the additional amount the lecturer would have received in salary if he/she had been permanently appointed to the higher post for the period in question 
or
b)         an allowance of €1,037 per annum  
whichever is the greater. 
The allowance of €1,037 is at 1/9/02 rates and may be revised in line with normal pay increases.
