In accordance with Section 19.18 of Sustaining Progress an increase of 2% is due with effect from 1st December 2004.  The payment of the 2% increase is dependent, in the case of each organisation and grade, on verification of co-operation with flexibility and ongoing change, satisfactory implementation of the agenda for modernisation, maintenance of stable industrial relations and absence of industrial action in respect of any matters covered by the Sustaining Progress agreement.   The Education Sector Performance Verification Group has considered progress achieved and decided that the level of progress achieved during the period warrants the payment of the relevant pay increases

A separate sanction will issue from this Department in relation to the adjustments to apply to pensions.

4. The adoption of the Vocational Education Committee of the terms of this Circular Letter should be formally recorded.
